    SOSUS  Recalled to Active Duty 
 About five years ago the Navy Department announced that SOSUS would be shut down as an economy 
measure because it had out-lived the usefulness since the Cold War was over.  

The July 2005  had an article in SEAPOWER, the Navy League publication, the new usefulness of SOSUS 
was announced.  As a tool of the war on terror SOSUS will be upgraded to help in the identification of mer-
chant ships.  The Navy, Coast Guard and other agencies want to be able to identify and track the world’s 
121,000 merchant vessels with the same persistence and precision that characterized the Navy’s location, 
identification and tracking of Soviet submarines during the Cold War era. 

There is concern that merchant ships could be used as platforms for a terrorist attack on the United States.  
The Navy will use current and future surveillance and tracking resources to create a database on the worlds 
merchant fleet.   SOSUS will be updated with faster processing units, higher storage capacity and improved 
computer codes.  As a long-range system SOSUS is laid out in fixed arrays in deep ocean basins using faint 
acoustic signals to detect vessels.  

There are other systems being developed to assist in the overall task of tracking merchant ships.  These in-
volve space, airborne, surface and sub-surface systems.  A Littoral Combat Ship is currently under con-
struction for use in detecting merchant ship activity in shallow waters.  Currently every merchant vessel is 
supposed to use the existing Automatic Identification System to identify itself that would also be part of the 
overall surveillance system. 

Aeolus shipmates, you can be proud to know that the Deputy Chief of Naval Operations for Warfare Re-
quirements and Programs, Vice Admiral Joseph A. Sestak Jr., said ‘SOSUS for more than 40 years was a 
key element of the Navy’s sub tracking successes during the Cold War’ .   Now SOSUS has been recalled 
for the war on terrorism.
